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Mayor honors family of four as October Volunteers of the Month 
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MARYSVILLE – The Mizell family exemplify the idea that “charity begins at home.” Their combined service for the Marysville Food Bank and the Community Toy Store is why all four members of the Mizell family, Tara, Jim, Peyton, and Kayley, are being honored by the Mayor as Volunteers of the Month.

Recently, the family managed the All City Food Drive, working with other volunteers and participating grocers to receive donations, staff the red holiday food barrels at store entrances seeking donations of food and toys, and deliver the donations to the food bank. Through their efforts, the Marysville Food Bank generated 6000 pounds of food and $1300 in contributions in the single-day kickoff event.
In addition, the Mizells regularly volunteer in the community throughout the year. In preparation for the Food Drive, the family spends early mornings or evenings attending planning meetings, coordinating various programs or events dedicated to serving others. They are a part of several other community service projects. They are strong supporters of the Lakewood School District, have co-managed the PTSA and Booster Clubs, and assisted with levy and bond campaigns. They have contributed 30 to 40 hours per month with their service.
However, volunteering isn’t their only contribution to the community. Jim is a firefighter for the Marysville Fire District, while Tara works as Marysville’s Parks and Recreation Services Manager. Their eldest daughter, Payton, is a graduate of Linfield College, and Kayley is an Education major at Western Washington University.
During the holiday season, most of their efforts are focused on the All City Food Drive. “It’s the holiday food and toy drive that fills their hearts most at this time of year, for the many lives their effort touches,” Mayor Jon Nehring said of the Mizells. With their combined efforts, it is not uncommon for the Food Drive to garner 43 tons of food donations, assist more than 1,200 families through the distribution of holiday food baskets, and put smiles on the faces of 1,100 children who receive a toy or gift card.
